As a regular hiker in the Canadian
Rockies, | saw the melting of glaciers
as a personal loss: | loved those tower-
ing ice-covered mountains circling tur-
quoise lakes. | felt anger and resent-
ment—not unlike one feels at the un-
necessary death of a good friend.

Many people are attempting to
live simpler, more environmentally-
friendly, low-energy lives by changing
behavior at the personal level. However,
what these folks soon realize is that the
corporate and political institutions of our
society pose enormous barriers to such
personal changes: the lack of low-energy

. , transportation and buildings; a constant barrage of
Almost twenty years have passed since my introduc- .

Canon 10, Section 5 of the Diocesan Canons ad-
dresses alienation of property.

1. As with the National Canons, no vestry,
bishop’s committee, trustee or other body
shall encumber or alienate any real property
without written consent of the Bishop and
Standing Committee. That written consent
