In the first of several phases, she has translated
“Away In A Manger,” “O Little Town of Bethle-
hem,” and “It Came Upon A Midnight Clear” from
the English into the Lakota language. “I think if
there were more of these beautiful Christmas carol
transposed into Lakota, it certainly would add
cheerfulness so that our young people can sing
them in Lakota, thus, in part, preserving our Lakota
language,” said Gladys.

She rues the shift in education from teaching mu-
sic — singing and playing instruments — to more of
an emphasis on sports.

The translated words will be attached to the music,
placed in a booklet, and sent out to the congrega-
tions.
