Only one son, James,
grew to adulthood and he became an Episcopal
priest. Sadly, he too died as a young man.

Flora and Robert, however, didn't lose their faith.
They continued to work for the church at St. Mary’s
School for Girls in Springfield and later as janitors
for Trinity Church in Mission. They got paid very
little, but they did the work because they knew they
were working for God.

When | came to Trinity, Mission, Flora was a widow
and lived in a two room house that had electricity,
but no plumbing and was heated by a wood stove. It
was about two blocks from the church — though
that’s hard to measure in a town of 600 with hardly
any “blocks.” She didn't have a car. She had very
little money, but she pledged and gave more each
